Advocacy defines Rodrlguez s work

Gary Rodriguez joined the Shafter
Recreation and Park District board in
2008 and considers one of his greatest ac-
complishments to be overseeing the pro-
cess of acquiring state grant funding for
the new Wonderful Sports Complex.

“A big thank you to the other board
members who played a significant part in
making that process a success, including
Phillip Jimenez and his staff, as well as our
grant writer and consultant, Gilbert Gar-
cia,” he said in an interview last week.

Rodriguez is enthusiastic about the
complex, officially the Shafter Recreation
and Community Sports Complex in
Conjunction with the Wonderful Corpo-
ration, emphasizing its potential to level
the playing field for disadvantaged youth
in the community who lack access to the
amenities necessary for advanced train-
ing and development in their hometown.
“We’ll be able to assist travel teams playing
basketball or baseball whose coaches seek
a place to practice. We can collaborate
with boxing teams, martial arts groups,
Folklorico dancers, and Tejano dance
groups, host chess tournaments and bring
in all kinds of events. The possibilities are
endless with the complex.”

He takes pride in his work as a board

member representing District 2. Accord-
ing to him, it takes a village to raise a child,
and the Shafter Recis a central part of that.
He explained that children benefit greatly
from being surrounded by positive role
models, with coaches acting as second
parents who ensure their safety. Through
recreational activities for all, a strong,
tight-knit community is built, he says.

Rodriguez has lived in Shafter his en-
tire life. He taught at Richland Elementary
School for 33 years, was a citizen prepa-
ration classes instructor for 20 years and
has served on the board of Self-Help En-
terprises for 25 years. Recently, he and his
partners launched the nonprofit organiza-
tion Unidos Contra la Injusticia.

His roots in the community date back
to the 1930s. “My family came from Tex-
as and landed in the Mexican Colony cir-

ca 1935. My dad, Lionel, was born in the
Colony in 1938, and my mother, Katie,
was born on a ranch in Buttonwillow in
1940. My grandparents came to Button-
willow from Guanajuato and Chihuahua
[Mexico] around 1933,” he shared.

Rodriguez has decades of experience in
social justice advocacy and was influenced
by the Chicano movement, beginning
with his involvement in Shafter High ME-
ChA. One of his earliest victories was as-
sembling a team that secured a $2 million
federal grant to extend the city’s water line
to South Shafter. “Now, instead of drinking
water contaminated with pesticides, resi-
dents can access clean city water,” he said.

He admitted he isn’t sure what inspires
him other than the motivation to address
the injustices he observes in the commu-
nity. “I know a little about government,
and I'm the kind of person who brings
people together to put pressure on elect-
ed officials to ensure they’re doing what
needs to be done. In South Shafter, there
are residents without adequate lighting,
curbs and gutters, or a proper drainage
system. These are the injustices I see that
need to be remedied, and I've been for-
tunate to have the drive to work on these
projects,” he explained.

These values are at the heart of every-
thing he does, whether in his role on the
board of the Shafter Rec, through his work
with his nonprofit or in addressing the
needs of the disadvantaged. For Rodri-
guez, it is all about making things accessi-
ble and fair for everyone in the community.

Rene Gutierrez is a rig welder who
works in the oil fields and makes custom
gates. Last year, he lent his welding talents
to the Wasco Downtown Beautification
Project. “After this job, I transformed my-
self into an artist. I never saw myself as
one until Art Sherwyn gave me the assign-
ment. He showed me the design picture,
and I brought it to life.”

He built a 19-foot steel archway in-
spired by camera lenses and squares sym-
bolizing camera bodies. The varying sizes
and shapes of the rings and squares create
a whimsical aesthetic, serving as an en-
trance to an alley adorned with 15 works
of art.

Gutierrez also constructed a large steel
gate, laser-cut with a design showcasing
the Wasco landscape, including the iconic
Water Tower. Painted red to complement
the alley, the gate features blue and green
tones in the backdrop, adding depth and
vibrancy.

A Wasco native, his path to this point
was far from easy. After spending nearly a
decade working in the oil fields, he faced
a series of hardships, including the loss of
his father, a difficult divorce and ultimate-
ly losing his job in 2014. To make ends
meet, a friend introduced him to crafting
custom gates around Kern County and
Bakersfield. Despite finding success in
this new venture, he struggled, turning to
alcohol and drugs, which led to serious
trouble and the possibility of facing years
in prison.

“I don’t know how I survived all those
years living that life. I should be locked
up. On November 21, 2019, I went to
court for my criminal case, and the judge
reduced my sentence from 10 years in
prison to no jail time. That day, I accept-
ed Jesus as my Lord and Savior. I should

have stopped drinking and using drugs
then, but I didn’t. It wasn’t until Decem-
ber 23, 2019, after a car accident, that I
finally stopped drinking and using drugs
for good”

Gutierrez believes that God has been
looking out for him. “It’s been five years.
Sometimes, I'm not even looking for work,
but jobs seem to come out of nowhere. So,
when Art called and told me that Coun-
cilmember Eddie Saldana had given him
my number and that I was a potential
welder for a project, I was intrigued.”

He said the construction of the arch-
way was a challenge. “I have never done
anything like this without a blueprint or
measurements, but just work off a draw-
ing” Sherwyn, the lead contractor for the
artists on the downtown beautification
project and the person who created the
design, said, “What was special was he
took his skill, which was normally used for
creating function, and connected it to art
and because of that it opened up a whole
new avenue and pathway for him down
the road”

Sherwyn added, “This was an oppor-
tunity to create a legacy piece. Steel lasts
forever. As far as I know, it’s part of the
karma that came to him for taking on the
challenge to improve his life. That was al-
ways something on my mind, and we talk-
ed about it

Gutierrez said the result was amaz-
ing, and hearing Art say he exceeded his
expectations was rewarding. “It’s been a
crazy journey because I've always shared
my story about how, when making cus-
tom gates, I believed that someday my
work would be featured in a magazine. I
felt that my art would eventually get that
recognition. This is just the beginning; it’s
here in Wasco now and part of history, at
least how I'see it

What is SB 1383?
SB 1383 is a California law passed in
2016 to reduce methane emissions
and combat climate change. Its
goals are:
- Cut organic waste in landfills by
50% by 2020 and 75% by 2025.
- Rescue 20% of surplus food for
people in need by 2025.
- Recycle organic materials like food
scraps and yard waste into useful
products.

The law’s rules, finalized in 2020,
took effect in January 2022.

Why is SB 1383 Important?

Organic waste in landfills creates
methane, a greenhouse gas 84
times more potent than carbon di-
oxide. It accounts for 20% of Califor-
nia’s methane emissions and half of
landfill waste. Reducing this waste
lowers emissions, improves air qual-

Mariyon Sloan, a junior at Shafter High
School who has played football since he
was 4 years old, participated in the U.S.
Army Bowl National Combine in Frisco,
Texas, from Dec. 19 to 21. “It was a great
experience meeting the top 160 high
school juniors from across the nation,
showcasing my talent and competing
against everyone else,” he said.

At the combine, football players were
tested on their 40-yard dash, pro shuttle,
broad jump and L-drill, and competed
one-on-one. Offensive and defensive play-
ers selected their positions, with Sloan
choosing running back. Each position had
one or more coaches who recorded play-
ers’ performances on measurable skills,
including timing, catching, footwork,
handofts and blocking. These recordings
are compiled into drill tapes for colleges to
evaluate as part of the recruiting process.

SHS Head Football Coach Jerald Pieruc-
ci, who recently completed his ninth season
of coaching, attended the combine to sup-
port Sloan. “Coaches were responsible for
providing write-ups about what he is good
at and needs to work on. I could give this
feedback as his coach, but I'm a little biased,”
Pierucci explained. “This was a unique op-
portunity for him to be observed and rated
by someone who hasn’t seen him in the pa-
per or on social media but views him purely

as anumber. On the field, players are identi-
fied only by their numbers”

Coach DPierucci was pleased with
Sloan’s performance. “He represented the
city of Shafter and our program really well.
It is my first player ever to get nominated
for one of these, and it was a great chance
to network with college coaches and other
high school coaches, too.”

Sloan was named the 2024 and 2023
Player of the Year in the South Sequoia
League and was the 2024 Kern County
Athlete of the Year. He holds a 4.14 GPA,
is part of the track and field team, and
wrestled in his freshman and sophomore
years. After high school, he hopes “to con-
tinue playing football at the next level at a
Division I college.”

He expressed his gratitude to the
Shafter Kiwanis Club for their generous
$500 contribution. Before leaving for the
combine, he attended one of their meet-
ings, where he was presented with a check
for his trip. “They are so kind and love
to know what we are doing at the high
school. They are a great organization and
do so much for Shafter,” he said.

Driver identified in deadly
Kimberlina Road crash

The Kern County Coroner’s Office
has identified the 18-year-old driver
from Wasco involved in a fatal crash on
Kimberlina Road on Dec. 7. Luis Jesus
Rios was killed after his vehicle collid-
ed with a piece of farm equipment.

The incident occurred about 7:30
a.m. when Rios was driving a GMC
Sierra pickup truck eastbound on
Kimberlina Road near Root Avenue.

Despite the dense fog that reduced
visibility, Rios was traveling at an un-
safe speed, according to the Califor-
nia Highway Patrol.

At the same time, a John Deere
tractor was crossing the road south-
bound, pulling a horse trailer. The
driver of the GMC was unable to
slow down in time, and the truck col-
lided with the right side of the trac-

tor’s implement.

Emergency responders from
the Kern County Fire Department
worked quickly to extricate Rios
from the vehicle. He was then rushed
to Kern Medical Hospital in Bakers-
field, where he was pronounced dead
later that day. The CHP continues to
investigate the crash, though no signs
of alcohol or drugs have been report-
ed as factors at this time.

The tractor operator, unharmed in
the collision, is cooperating with the
investigation, according to the CHP.

concerns about the safety of the kids,
as well as the additional cost for the
proposal. Member Cathy Prout said, “I
just have too many reservations with
the delays that we have incurred, as well
as the thought of having it open with
construction going on.

to Wasco for six months and grew to love
the town’s hometown feel.
