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Possible body of cop found in car

The body of a man thought to be a
Kern County sheriff’s deputy was found
in a car parked in the Gossamer Grove
area Tuesday afternoon, and an unusual
law enforcement presence followed at the
site.

At approximately 2:45 p.m., the Shafter
Police Department received a call re-

garding a death investigation. According
to Acting Chief Randy Milligan of the
Shafter Police Department, the dispatcher
received a call for assistance from the Kern
County Sheriff’s Department.

Upon arrival, the officers found a ve-
hicle parked on the side of the road off of
Seventh Standard Road. After a search, a
body of a deceased male was found in the

vehicle.

Shafter police put out a statement
to residents in the area to proceed with
caution or avoid the area due to the
heavy police presence of dozens of ve-
hicles.

No announcement was made, but an
anonymous source told The Shafter Press
that the deceased man was a Kern Coun-
ty sherift’s deputy. The presence of over
100 law enforcement vehicles surround-

ing Kern Medical Center, where the de-
ceased man’s body was taken after leaving
the incident scene, seemed to confirm the
report, since this is a rare event, and is cus-
tomary when a law enforcement officer
has passed away.

The investigation is ongoing and any-
one with information about the incident
is asked to contact the Shafter police com-
munications center at 661-327-7111.

Project Blue Light is a simple gesture.

Residents are asked to show your support
by placing a blue candle in a window or
decorating a tree outside their home with
blue lights to remind everyone that law en-
forcement officers serve and protect every
day of the year.

The idea for Project Blue Light began
in 1989 when Dolly Craig wrote to Con-
cerns of Police Survivors to say that she

would be putting two blue candles in her
living room window during the holiday
season: one for her son-in-law, Daniel
Gleason, who had been killed in the line
of duty while serving the Philadelphia Po-
lice Department in 1986, and one for her
daughter and Danny's wife, Pam, who was
killed in an automobile accident in 1989.
Craigis now deceased as well, but heridea
is her legacy. Project Blue Light now burns
bright in the hearts of the nearly 15,000
surviving families of America’s fallen law en-
forcement officers who represent COPS.
Since Project Blue Light was intro-
duced by the organization, it has been
embraced by many law enforcement orga-
nizations and their families. “This is such
a great way to honor our law enforcement
heroes, and letting the community be in-
volved in an effort like this one, bringing
the community together with their law en-
forcement protectors,” Burnett said.

Director sparks a love for music

Greg “Sparky” Sparks is a dedicated ed-
ucator who brings enthusiasm and passion
to his role as the music director at Wasco
High School. Energetic with a vibrant per-
sonality, he takes great pride in instilling a
deep appreciation for music and love for
the art form in his students.

He is originally from Maryland and
moved here in 2003. He decided to make
a move that bettered his family, finding his
way to Wasco. “There is not a better com-
munity I could have moved to. This is such
an incredible community with such incred-
ible family-oriented people that I really en-
joy here. For me, now it’s about teaching
kids. I love this community and have never
thought about teaching anywhere else.”

Sparks has a long history as a teach-
er. “Since 14 working with little kids, but
with a teaching credential since 1995

He started learning music at
a very young age to treat a medical con-
dition. “When I was five years old, I was
diagnosed with ADHD. In those years, in
1972, there wasn’t a good outlook for kids
with ADHD.

“After an interview with a psycholo-
gist, my mother was told that if we didn’t
get me on a program, I would probably
turn out to be a drug addict or an alcoholic.

“That night after the interview, my
mom took me to a local drum corps and
made me join. She made sure I was in-
volved with something. That was the first
time I was ever good at anything naturally.
I've been playing the drums since I was
five. My mom saved my life.”

Sparks played in the drum corps until
he entered high school. There, he was in
a very competitive marching band. He
didn’t want to go to college, so he worked
two years at many different jobs, trying to
figure out who he was. At around age 20,
he realized the only time he was happy was
when he was working with high school
drum lines. That was when he decided to
pursue a teaching certificate at West Vir-
ginia University.

Sparks teaches choir, steel band, begin-
ning band, music appreciation, beginning
steel drums and band. He said being a mu-
sic director means everything to him. “If I
taught any other subject, I don’t know if I
would still be a teacher”

He said what he loves most about being
amusic director is just enjoying music. “It’s
incredible to start my day with steel drums.
It’s incredible to see the kids succeed. For
me, that is one of the biggest things. I'm
very hard on the kids when I don't think
they are maximizing their potential. And I

fuss at them because they all have the po-
tential to be great, and my mother showed
me never to accept mediocrity.”

He hopes that students take away from
his class a love of music for the rest of their

lives no matter how it’s done, “whether in
church, choir, singing in the shower or just
randomly dancing to music. I want music
to be a big part of their lives in whatever
capacity. Music makes us human.”

"This year, we are incorporating fire
and water safety, along with our typical
bike safety education,” Code Compliance
Officer Christian Tovar said. “With our
water education component, as the tem-
perature rises and kiddos are out at pools,
we want them to be aware of the dangers
like knowing not to be running around a
pool, knowing to have someone super-
vising them, not leaving younger siblings
alone around the pool, not entering a pool
without knowing how to swim or with-
out floaties, not knowing their limitations
when it comes to their swimming, all of
this so they are not putting themselves at
risk of drowning so that they can enjoy a
cool off safely."

Some of the water education curricu-
la that will be offered includes drowning

prevention and the steps in the chain of
drowning survival. "This is teaching them
skills on what the chain of an emergency
is, whether or not they know how to swim
or know who to call in case of an emer-
gency, that they are aware of water safety
equipment that may be available to them,
like a reaching pully, a ring buoy, a life
jacket or a throwing bag."

Another exciting participant in the
Summer Safety event is the Kern County
Fire Department. They will conduct fire
safety and sharing fire prevention strate-
gies, proper fireworks use and informa-
tion regarding illegal fireworks.

This year, there will be a bicycle obsta-
cle course, a station teaching proper bike
handling techniques and a helmet-fit-
ting area. A highlight will be bike raffles
and free helmets while supplies last. Bike
Bakersfield will be doing bike repairs,
such as fixing flat tires and chains, cog re-
pairs and bike adjustments.

"The event will also have an open swim
so they can bring out their bathing suits to
cool off," Tovar said.

The Wasco Police Department will join
with some of their vehicles on display for
the kids to check out. Volunteers from the
Wasco State Prison will help run the hel-
met-fitting station. Wasco Animal Control

will offer free adoptions. The Bakersfield
Police Department will bring their life-in-
terrupted trailer, which illustrates the ef-
fects of drunk driving by showing a car hit
by someone who has been drunk driving,

Tovar said a lot of information will
be shared. "We're trying to have the kids
leave with a basic knowledge to have a
safe summer, to enjoy themselves, and
to know that they are going to be safe.
There will be information booths like
Kern Family Health Care and California

Rural Legal Assistance, providing differ-
ent information to parents about tenant
rights."

The event is possible through part-
nerships with Kern Family Health Care,
AERA, California Rail Builders, Wasco
Toys for Tigers and Bike Bakersfield.
